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11.9. Confirmation of occult effectiveness of the Portal results from the quantitative and qualitative changes in the aura and chakras
 “One should not judge by only the size of aura;  it is required to understand its filling as well”   [23]

“The volume of the aura will give a strain to a deed, but the path will be prompted by the colour” [23]

“Emanation is sometimes good in colour, but not enough strained”                                              [23]

11.9.1. The indicators that were used for analyzing changes in the aura
The indicators that describe an aura can be divided into two categories, which characterize it qualitatively and quantitatively.

* The indicator of the Primary colour of aura
Qualitatively, an  aura is characterized by the Primary colour {( 11.5.3.1}. As in the case of the physical spectrum, the colour of the aura is understood as the name of a group of similar hues (green, blue, etc.). At this, all the colours of the Spectrum of Subtle perception are used: R, O, Y, G, B, I, V, P, W,        {( 11.5.5.3.1} except for black (the latter may be used in detail), although other names are also used; for example, in the aura imaging system {( 11.5}, the Purple (or Magenta) is called “Lavender” {( 11.8}.
Remind to this end, that the Spectrum of Subtle perception contains more colours than the physical spectrum, whereas it coincides with the Perception Spectrum and can be transformed into the Greyscale; the both of the latter spectra are engendered by the same RGB colour model {( 11.6}.
* Natural indicator. What is important to this study, is the fact that like in the spectrum of Subtle perception and in the physical spectrum, the order of colours in the Perception Spectrum is determined by the increase in their energies and esoteric significance. Therefore,
( since the colour of the aura is related to one of these colours, the primary colour of the aura is actually set in the ordinal scale  R, O, Y, G, B, I, V, P, W  having 9 steps; so

( the primary  colour of aura can be specified by indicator presented by  natural numbers (1, 2, … , 9), and its changes – by the  integers 
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For example, if before the passage of the labyrinth the colour of the aura was "Green", and after passing – "Blue", then the change in the primary colour is 
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 = +2, or simply 2. If the reverse took place, then the change is 
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 = – 2.

At this, the positive change in the primary colour, in general, means the growth of spiritual potential of the aura, and vice versa. Hence,

( as far as the Portal systematically and stably increases the primal colour of the aura, this means that with respect to spiritual status of operator it acts beneficially   

In the final analysis, first of all, it is important for us whether the passage of the Portal leads to a change in the primary colour (in either direction). But if the value has a trend to positive values, this effect, in general, is evidence of the favourable impact of the portal in terms of growing of Operator's Subtle energy potential, although in some cases the negative sign does not yet mean that the effect is negative, since this may be due to harmonization of chakras.
* Fractional indicator. At the same time, in the Aura Imaging System, the Primary colour is sometimes defined as intermediate between the main colours of the spectrum; for example, blue-violet, or white-lavender. In such cases, we will assume that in a numerical expression such intermediate colours have a step that differs from the main colour by ½. In this case, the value can also take fractional values ​​(0, 1, 1, 1½, 2, ..., 8), corresponding to the transition to ½ steps; for example, from lavender-white to white. Formally, these values ​​can also be reduced to integers, but we will not do this, since this does not change the order of the colours, but only increases the scale of the gradation. 
( Resume. the Primary colour of the aura has not only a qualitative meaning (each colour is described verbally {( 11.5.5}), but also a quantitative measurement (specifying the integer indicator as the level of evolutional development {( 11.7}), which allows us to adequately  analyze the change in the primary colour of the aura by numerical methods
* Operator's energy potential indicators 
In quantitative terms the aura and chakras are described by a system of numerical indicators. And although their exact numerical models, used in the Aura Imaging System, are not disclosed, they are described qualitatively {( 11.5}. 
Some of them are integral, others are differential ones. It cannot be said that one or two of them dominate in importance, because the aura reflects the system of Subtle bodies, each of which has its own energies, and the strengthening of some can cause weakening of others, which is not always a bad thing, if the question is about the harmonization of the chakras. 
In particular, this is manifested in the fact that with a general increase in the energy potential of the aura, some of the indicators decrease. Therefore, it should be assumed that:
( quantitatively, the aura and chakras are characterized not by one, but by the totality of the main energy indicators obtained by the visualization system.
( Therefore, changes in the aura and chakras at two phases of the experiment should be evaluated by the variation factors that determine the ratios (or differences, where appropriate) of the values of the energy indicators measured at these phases. 
For example, if for some Operator we want to evaluate the Short-range effect, we have to compare the  measurements presented in the photos made at the phases with codes G = N (out of Portal area) and G = 0 (before the 1st passage) {( 11.8}; after then, for each indicator 
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; in this case we can conclude that:

( if the factor 
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 is significantly different from 1, then according to the indicator i the Portal does actually exert an occult impact;

But much more substantiated is the conclusion that is  based on the analysis of the set of indicators:

( if most of the factors exceed the value 1 significantly, we can say that the impact of the Portal leads to an indisputable increase in the energy of  operator from the statistical viewpoint as well.
The similar principles hold for the Passage (G = 0 and G = 1) and aftermath (G = 1 and G = 2) tests, with a natural generalization of individuals' results onto the group of operators, for each of three types of tests.
In these statements the notions “most” and “significantly” bear the statistical meaning. And although from the statistical point of view in this experiment the sample size is not large, this deficit, as follows from the data given below, is completely compensated by the stability in fulfilment of the inequality 
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> 1 with a significant (20% – 40%) crossing of the threshold equal to 1. This leads to the conclusion that in all three types of experiments (Short-range action, Passage, and After-effect), the Portal really increases the energy potential of the operator.
* Weather 
After a relatively warm and dry weather, during the tests it rained most of the day, the temperature was 10º – 15º. Due to dampness there was a feeling of discomfort, although it was possible to get warm in the house.

11.9.2. The results of processing the measurements of the Experiment "Portal Aura" 

* The types of analyzed effects and the principle of portal impact analysis
With the use of the defined indicators, the results of processing the experimental data presented in the Album {( 11.8} are summarized in Tables 11.10 – 11.12.
At this, in accordance with the Criterion of limiting error, the coefficient of variation 
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, (i = 1, 2, …), was taken equal to unity if its deviation from 1 did not exceed the limiting error corresponding to the experimental data; otherwise, the obtained ratio was taken with an accuracy of tenth. The former means that the effect is absent; in the latter case the ratio characterizes the intensity of the Portal impact.
Remind that in the references of type #Z-UWR which are used below:

 # Z and U – are the number and type of operator in the Summary {( 11.2.3} and Album {( 11.8}; 
W, if present, denotes the phase of the test: N – out of Portal area, 0 – before the 1st  passage, 1 – after the 1st passage, and 2 – after the 2nd passage;

R, if present, denotes the type of the photo: the diagram (A) or portrait (P), from which the indicator values are estimated against the appropriate scales; but the obtained indicator values are not represented in the Tables, only their ratios, which determine the variation factors for the colour and energy indicators.

* The Passage effect was estimated from the data specified in the photos #Z-U0A and #Z-U1A, i.e. on the diagrams (A) at phases 0 (just before passing the labyrinth) and 1 (immediately after the first passage of the labyrinth); at this, change of the primary colour was registered by the portrait photos #Z-U0P and #Z-U1P. The results of a comparison of all the considered indicators for all operators participating in the "Portal-Aura" experiment are presented in Table. 11.10.
* The Short-range effect was estimated from the data indicated in the photos #Z-UNA and #Z-U0A, i.e. by the diagrams (A) at phases N (outside the labyrinth area) and 0 (just before the first passage of the labyrinth). At this, change of the primary colour was registered by the portrait photos #Z-UNP and #Z-U0P.  The results of comparison of all the considered indicators for the operators participating in this part of the "Portal-Aura" experiment are presented in Table. 11.11.
*  The aftermath effect was estimated from the data specified in the photos #Z-U1A and #Z-U2A, i.e. on the diagrams (A) at phases 1 (immediately after the first passage of the labyrinth) and 2 (immediately after the second passage of the labyrinth). At this, change of the primary colour was registered by the portrait photos #Z-U1P and #Z-U2P. The results of comparison of all the considered indicators for the operators participating in this part of the "Portal-Aura" experiment are presented in Table. 11.12.
This experiment was conducted with the purpose of verifying the assertion of many Sensitives that the cleansing of the energy channel (removal of blocks) and the activation of the chakras sometimes occur only after the second passage. The conducted experiments showed that the second passage is also effective, although its result is not as bright as that after the first one.

*) Operator #6-P is the only one who, unlike the others, was  interested not so much in the occult might of the Portal as in its impact on health promotion {( 11.2.3}. “The portal reinforces that what people think about.” Therefore it is natural to suggest that it was his concentration on the healing of the liver and gall bladder that led to the corresponding changes in the energy centres; in particular, to an approximately twofold increase in the energy of the Manipura (solar plexus) responsible for these organs, and a 1.5-fold increase in the dimensions of the aura. As a consequence, this was the reason that the colour of the aura, higher than in the ordinary state due to the short-range effect, returned to norm.
**) Although the absolute values of energy in the chakras have decreased (possibly higher levels of 5 and 6 chakras in the phase before passage were caused by short-range effects), the passage of the Portal has led to favourable effects – the chakras became balanced, the aura size increased, and other indicators improved. Pay attention to similarity of auras' colours of son (# 40T) and mother (# 24E), in both phases of the experiment.

*) Lowering the energy levels in the Portal area relative to the city (where the aura was shot 5 days before the experiment) can be explained by the stress and fatigue associated with the search for spare parts and masters late at night on the eve of the day of experiment, in connection with the breakage of the car what jeopardized the experiment, that was being prepared for three weeks.
**) After the 1st passage the colour and energy indicators took the same values as out of the Portal area. It is possible that here the same effects took place as in the case of ***), but the absence of the photo with parameters does not allow this situation to be analyzed.
***) After that, the first passage has fixed the effect: the colour value increased by 3 steps, and the energy level – approximately by 25% relative to the values outside the Portal area.

11.9.2.4. The Effect of factor A2 (astrological influence on the Portal)
Within the framework of the Basic Test, the influence of the culminating planet on the operator’s perception {( 11.2}, who was passing the labyrinth, was also tested. 
Such influence was also clearly demonstrated in the framework of the Aftermath Effect Test, where relative to operator # 39E it was studied how the critical positions of the planets (1) affected the operator's perceptions (see Summary {( 11.2.3}), and, simultaneously, (2) how this was reflected on the aura (for this purpose the auras were compared after the 2nd  and the 1st  passages).

Although the statistical analysis is not applicable in this case, the vivid manifestation of both these effects, as well as their consistency with what should be expected from an astrological point of view, can be considered as a very convincing confirmation of the Portal's effectiveness relative to the influence of the culminating and ascending planet (first of all – by the Sun) on the opera operator in the Portal.

For example, during the second passage, the powerful tense effect of the transit configuration  was determined by the culmination of Saturn and coming of Pluto to Ascendant. This configuration manifested itself both in falling of operator's energy level (Table 11.9), and in the operator's perceptions that became sharply negative in comparison with the first passage {( 11.2, #39}.
11.9.2.5. The Effect of factor A3

Within the framework of the Basic Test, the influence of the Geodetic marker Amplifiers on the operator’s perception {( 11.2},  was also verified in several trials. 

This effect was clearly confirmed also in the framework of the Aftermath Effect tests; for example, for the operator #37S (at his choice), an amplifier of the marker for the Mayan pyramids was installed.
And in this case, the effect of occult designation of the place has appeared in the perceptions {( 11.2, #37}, as well as in the growth of the colour and energy indicators of the chakras and aura (Table 11.12), which, apparently, can be related to getting into interaction with the related Egregor.
11.9.3. Numerical analysis of portal impact on aura and chakras

11.9.3.1. Numerical representation of source data (measurements)
*  Numerical values of the indicators whose ratios define the factors 
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 were firstly estimated by the charts presented in the diagrams, according to the scale indicated in them, whereas the primary colour the Aura Imaging System reports at the portrait {( 11.8}.

Then, in accordance with the criterion of the limiting error, the variation factor 
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 is taken equal to 1, if the ratio of the indicators, specifying this factor, do not exceed the limiting value 1+
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, and equal to the obtained value to within a tenth – otherwise. In this criterion, the choice of the value Δ and accuracy of the representation of the factors is determined by the relative error in the identification of indicator values from the charts, which, in general, is the same for all types of parameters. The obtained variation factors and are presented in Tables 11.10 – 11.12.
* Numerical values of colours were taken on a discrete scale of R – VPW {( 11.6}: Red corresponds to 1, Orange – to 2, ... , Purple – to 8, and White – to 9. Where the system indicated a transitional colour (e.g. Red-Orange), ½ was added to the number corresponding to the degree of the smaller colour (e.g. the Red-Orange corresponds to 1½ ).

* Unless otherwise specified, the average factors are taken without a sign, since the fact of the variation itself, rather than its direction, is important for assessing the Portal's effectiveness.

 11.9.3.2. Criteria of significance for separate elements of source data

* The “significance” of a variation factor means that the corresponding indicator (for example, the volume of the aura) has changed to a greater extent than can be explained by a measurement error. In other words, the indicator, characterizing some property before and after the test, underwent a change that cannot be explained just by the action of measurement or random errors, and therefore we can take that this change is really caused by the influence of the Portal. 
For example, if the volume of the field before the passage is significantly less than after, it can be concluded that the reason for this is the impact of the Portal; on the other hand, if  the change is considered insignificant, although formally it increased (for example, by 1.05 times, at 
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 = 0.1), then there is no reason to state that the Portal exerts any influence, since this variation could be caused by an inaccuracy of the measurement, although this does not exclude the possibility that the influence was actually exerted: we just do not have sufficient grounds for affirming the existence of such an influence due to the weakness of its manifestation.

A similar principle of making a conclusion about the impact of the Portal is also used in the statistical criteria considered below, only the mathematical form of the criterion differs.
* The Criterion of significance of variation factor. In this, and in similar situations below, the decision is made among the following two alternatives:
– if  the indicators, specifying the variation factor 
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, are obtained as the exact values (e.g. as in the Mind-body-spirit diagram), then any value of this variation factor, differing from 1, is significant; at this, the greater the factor 
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 deviates from 1, the stronger the Portal’s effect is;
– if  the indicators, specifying the variation factor, are obtained as the approximate values, then in accordance with the criterion of limiting error, the factor 
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 is considered significant if its value is equal or greater than 1 +
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, where 
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 = 0.1 is the limiting absolute error pertaining to the indicator value determined with respect to some scale (e.g. as in the Chakra energy level, Aura size, etc). Since the relative error for these data as a whole does not exceed 10%, or 
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 = 0.1, then, by taking into account that normalized absolute value of a factor equals to 1, the respective absolute limiting error 
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 makes less than 
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 = 1
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 = 0.1.    
Meanwhile, when the indicators or variation factors are considered as the random values, for finding the respective threshold we can use the statistical considerations.
* The Criterion of significance of colour variation. Notice that in contrast to the variation factors, the colour variation presents not a ratio, but the difference of indicators which are normally specified exactly – by integers, and sometimes – as an integer with the addition of  ½. Therefore, for all types of tests, the colour variation is considered significant if the difference between two indicators  makes  ½ and more (i.e., 1, 1½, 2, 2½, ...).
11.9.3.3. Criteria for the significance of the variation of factors over a group of operators

At the same time, one cannot exclude the fact that the significance of changing one or several indicators obtained for an individual operator is caused by some effects that we call "accidental", since their nature is unknown to us, does not have an exact description, or for any other reason.

To "filter out" the impact of such random effects on the result, statistical methods are used. For this, according to the respective statistical criterion, the average value of the factor 
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 for all operators is compared against the critical value pertaining to this criterion, with the aim to determine whether the deviation is significant, or not.  
– If yes, it is concluded that the feature, defined by the test factor, does actually manifest itself, but as a trend, or on average, since some of the individual factors may not lie in the trend.

– if insignificant, then it is concluded that the feature, defined by the test factor, does not manifest itself, and some individual confirmations (if any) may be  associated with random effects.

The Statistical criteria are diverse and depend on the hypothesis to be tested. But for applying them, the sample volume n (in our case – the number of Operators) must be large enough. This condition is more or less satisfied only for the test of Passage, where n = 12, whereas in other cases (n = 4) we can estimate the situation using only probability estimates and general considerations. For this reason the processing of the results of the tests, associated with the Short-range, Passage and aftermath effects, is carried out separately. 
11.9.3.4. Numerical evaluation of Portal's occult effectiveness by the Passage tests
(The calculations are based on the data presented in Table 11.10)
* Colour variations
* Qualitative assessment of aura colour variations. For all operators, that is in all 12 cases out of 12 the aura colour changed by ½ – 6 steps, on average – by 2 steps, i.e. rose in the spectrum of perception by 2 colours. This in itself is very convincing evidence of the effectiveness of the Portal. Equally significant is the fact that in each third test, the colour variation was very large – from 3 to 6.
* Evaluation of the true colour variation. For the conditions under consideration, we can estimate the interval (a, b) of the colour values, which, with a confidence level of 
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 = 0.95, contains the true value of the colour variation C, which is inherent in the passage.
For the given sample size (n = 12) and probability 
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 = 0.95, the confidence interval takes the form
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 = (0.9, 3.1).                                                               (11.9)
Hence, the influence of the Portal on the variation of operator’s aura colour is statistically significant, since the true value of colour variation with the probability 
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 = 0.95 accepts a value of about 1 to 3 primary colours. In other words, this acknowledges that the passage causes a colour variation, since the lower bound of the confidence interval equals to ~1, thus denoting at least one step (and for sure – a ½ step) growth of the primary colour.
* Variation factors
* Qualitative assessment of significance of variation factors. The average values of variation factors (the line “Average value” of Table 11.10) show that after passage of the Portal, the corresponding indicators increased by 20% – 75% (to values of 1.2 to 1.75 relative to 1), on average – by 36%. 
At this, the maximum values are yet more significant – up to 250% (2.5) and even 375% (3.75).
* Evaluation of the true value of variation factors. Similar result gives the confidence interval for the variation factors, which we compare with 1. For example, taking into account the replacement of missing data by the mean (which is justified in view of the colour increase), for the aura size we obtain
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 = (1.1, 1.5),                                                            (11.10)
Since the interval contains the values being not less than 1.1, this means that the passage causes the growth of the variation factors, since their average values are greater than 1.1. Therefore, in this case we also arrive at the same conclusions on the impact of the Portal, as in the previous paragraph, but already with respect to the influence of the Portal on the size of the aura.

For each of the indicators considered, it is also high the probability that the impact of the Portal would cause its significant variation. For colour, the estimate of this probability is determined by the ratio of the number of non-zero values in column 3 to the total number of participants:
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For the variation factors (Cols. 4 – 9 of Table 11.10), the estimation of this probability is determined by the ratio of the number of values different from 1 to the total number of data, 10, because for two operators these data are unavailable. For each of the factors, the results are also very indicative. 

On average, for all factors, the estimate of the likelihood that the impact of the Portal will cause a significant variation in the factor is calculated in a similar manner and makes a sizeable value

11.9.3.5. Numerical evaluation of  Portal's effectiveness in Short-range action tests
(The calculations are based on the data presented in Table 11.11)
In this and the following paragraphs, the sample size, equal to 4 – 5 experiments, is too small for statistical criteria to be used to assess the significance of Portal impacts. Therefore, to evaluate its effectiveness, we confine ourselves to estimates of probabilities and other characteristics.
* Colour. The absence of changes in the colour of the aura is observed only in the case of an actually extremely high level of colour (lavender-white); on the average, the colour change for all operators is about 2 steps, which is very important for confirmation that the Portal exerts its occult influence even on those who are disposed in its vicinity and has not yet passed the labyrinth. 

In this case, the estimate of the probability of significant colour change is rather high and makes

* Variation factors. There is also an increase in all average values of variation factors in the range of 10% to 50%, 33% – on average. In this case, an estimate of probability of significance of the variation factor for all operators and parameters is much higher than ½ :

Here 6 is the number of variation factors with the values equal to 1, which reside in columns 4 – 9 of the lines #1, #36, #37, #39, and 24 – is the total number of these factors in the same columns and rows.
* The maximal values are also significant: 4.5 for colour, as well as 2 and 2.3 for variation factors.
11.9.3.6. Numerical evaluation of the portal's effectiveness in the Aftermath Effect tests
(The calculations are based on the data presented in Table 11.12)
* Colour. The colour changes in absolute value are small relative to the preceding tests, but still in three cases out of four there is a significant change in the colour of the aura – by ½ and even by 1½ step.

At this, the estimate of the probability of significant colour change is as follows
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* Variation factors. It is indicative that the factors has also increased: at all operators – two factors, and at half of the operators – the remaining four ones. On the average, for all types of tests and operators, the variation factor has gotten an appreciable growth of 40%, viz.

And in this case, an estimation of probability of significance of variation factor for all operators and parameters is also noticeably higher than ½, namely

* Notes.
1. Pay attention that this test represents a repeated passage of the Portal on the same day, and therefore each change in colour or variation factor has a high significance, since after the first pass all the indicators have received a significant increase. In particular – the transition of colour by 1½ steps (#11E).
2. As to a relatively small colour variation, it can be assumed that the effect of a significant increase in the variation factor after the repeated passage (
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 1.4) is associated with the reconfiguration of the chakras and the "removal" of the blocks from them, as discussed in the Summary {( 11.2.3}.
3. The large values of variation factors in columns 6 – 8 most likely characterize the action of the external factor: the culmination of Saturn and the rising of Pluto {( Summary, #39}, which serves an important evidence of the Portal's effectiveness and in terms of transferring cosmic influences to the operator being in the labyrinth.
11.9.3.7. Discussion
The results of numerical processing of the outcome of three types of tests with the Portal, based on an analysis of the state of operators’ auras and chakras, give another series of convincing evidence of Portal's occult effectiveness, this time – based on the analysis of objective indicators of the state of operators that have a numerical representation. Therefore, if someone does not believe in existence of aura, he can consider all the obtained data and conclusions as the consequences of measurements of  electrodermal activity (EDA) and other physiological parameters of the operators.

In particular, and this can be considered not entirely expected, it turned out that the Portal acts not only in the case of its passage, but also in terms of short-range action, i.e. has a significant impact on the operator, who approached it, at least – up to several tens of meters.

There were also confirmed  the words of some  Sensitivities about the advisability of re-passing the Portal; for example, with the aim to remove blocks from chakras, if they were not removed during the first passage, and also to fasten the initial effect.

The results of the experiments also explain the reasons for the significant healing effect of the Portal – by its powerful and favourable energy influence directly on the operator's aura and the chakras, even regardless of presence or absence of his internal settings, but if such a setting exists, it leads to an intensification of the healing effect.

No less interesting is the reaction of the aura and chakras to astrological configurations. For comparison purposes, the second passage of operator # 39 was considered, and for clarity of result the strong position of transit planets was chosen: the culmination of Saturn and the rising of Pluto on the axes of the labyrinth. And the effect of their influence exceeded all expectations – both in terms of personal perceptions and in terms of changes in the aura and chakras which they caused. Obviously, there may be other astrological effects as well, but for their detection such experiments must be carried out purposefully and systematically.
Last, not least, is that the obtained results indicate that photographing the aura can be used as a promising method for verifying that the objects, supposed to be the Portals, do actually exert the occult influence.

11.10. Conclusion
The second part of the study completes the current phase of research on the Stone Portals. 

In the first part, we described a set of nontrivial analytical properties of stone structures of this type that determine their astronomical, metrological, geometric and other features, as well as their occult properties that have come down to us in legends, and have shown that they correspond to the concepts of the Secret Doctrine.

Based on these analytical models and esoteric concepts, a labyrinth was constructed, that, later on, was used for conducting the experiment described in the second part of the work.

As a result of the conducted experiments with the participation of Sensitives and operators with the usual level of perception, subjective and objective data were obtained, the quantitative and qualitative analysis of which gives the evidence {( 11.3, 11.9} that the presence of an operator in the labyrinth is characterized by a high stability of occult effects in terms of perception of energy, information, space and time, changes in aura colour and energy, and healing of a wide range of diseases. 

At the same time, the assumption was confirmed that the labyrinth strengthens the astrological influence of the transit situation on the operator being in the labyrinth, and also allows establishing interaction with sacral objects located on all continents.

Finally, but not least, it should be noted an important fact that during the experiments with the Portal and observation of it, not a single negative consequence of an occult or other nature was observed.
This confirms the occult effectiveness of the analyzed stone labyrinth and allows us to consider it as a Portal understood as occult instrument promoting the manifestation of a wide range of spatio-temporal and energy-informational phenomena.
Thus, this section completes the experimental part of this study, but not the study itself, the continuation of which contains a description of the "occult Internet" of the Incas {( 12}, whose principle of action in general coincides with what was laid in the labyrinth project.
In this respect, one could even draw up a list of issues that, in the light of the results obtained, are worthy of priority study in the field of energy-information and space-time properties of the Portals that can be used for healing, forecasting, and travelling in space and time.
Meanwhile, we believe that the most important in this respect are the models and methods presented in the work which can be regarded as a sound scientific basis for the analysis of artefacts, which is not reduced either to analytical, or to esoteric concepts, but unites these approaches in a reasonable combination, which, in fact, is the necessary prerequisite for initiation of a broad front of research in this and related fields.
At the same time, we are deeply convinced that when revealing the destination of the artefacts considered, as in future studies, in the synthesis of analytical and occult concepts the choice of adequate esoteric sources is of particular importance: these must be not separate "revelations" of individuals, but the time-tested theories – the systemic and universal in their nature; as such we consider the Secret Doctrine [21] and Agni Yoga [23]. Of course, everyone is free to choose his own leading idea; but we think it reasonable to prompt a reader about this matter, so that he would not regret the lost forces and time.

In general, the situation in this sphere can be compared to astrology: in both cases the question is not in the absence of evidence, but in the reluctance to recognize them; after having convinced of the effectiveness of astrology, many trust her, but prefer to remain on the position of dogmatic materialism in order not to think about its occult background, and even many astrologers do not recognize or prefer to ignore the fact that this science is based on esoteric concepts.
Ultimately, we did not set the task of propagating the Esoteric picture of the world, but we considered it necessary to give the required explanations with respect to the occult essence of the considered artefacts and their properties, and also to explain the respective concepts those who are ready to perceive them, or wish to expand their knowledge in Esotery.
The one who thinks all this "tricks" will not be convinced by any argument: neither by verbal, nor numerical. To those who seek truth, this will give food for critical reflection.
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
